 The D&R Star Singles, Doubles & Team Dart Tournament is March 23rd – 26th at Graham Arena in 
Rochester MN.  Players must have at least 8 weeks of play in the Summer and/or Fall Leagues to 
qualify.  One player on a 4 person team may have as few as 5 weeks, but Singles & Doubles events 
require 8 weeks. 
 
 Players are placed in 1 of as many as 12 levels of competition based on their skill level.  This is 
determined by a qualifying League Average or an established Tournament Average.  The above 
picture shows where to find your Tournament Average on the D&R Star Players Page on the D&R 
Website.  The 501 Team event has a maximum team PPD of 112.  Players with averages higher than 
32 will be clipped at 32.00 for tournament placement purposes.
